The applicant must pos-

sess a Doctor of Pharmacy 

Degree (PharmD) from an 

ACPE-accredited college. 

All residents will be re-

quired to successfully com-

plete a state board  exami-

nation. Licensure may be 

through any U.S. State 

Board of Pharmacy. You 

must be licensed by Sep-

tember.  

U.S. citizenship is required. 

The applicant must be reg-

istered with the American 

Society of Health-System 

Pharmacists' Matching Pro-

gram. 

An on-site interview is re-

quired for all applicants. 

Minimum GPA: 3.0 

If selected, the resident 

must attend a 4 week orien-

tation at Bay Pines VA 

Healthcare Center near St. 

Petersburg Florida.  



The Sarasota CBOC Primary Care Resi-
dency emphasizes ambulatory care phar-
macy.  Throughout the PGY-1 residency 
program, the resident will develop as an 
independent practitioner.  The resident will 
design, monitor, and evaluate patient spe-
cific therapeutic regimens. In the Pharm-
care PACT clinic, the resident will train as a 
primary care provider managing disease 
states including diabetes, hypertension, 
congestive heart failure, and hyperlipide-
mia.  The resident will also manage and 
monitor anticoagulant therapy in an clinic
