· Precepting and mentoring Doctor of Pharmacy students in the Internal Medicine setting

· Development and completion of a clinical research project and presentation at a regional conference
· Education of physicians (both resident and faculty), nurses, pharmacy students and residents

· Certification in Basic Life Support (BLS) and Advanced Cardiac Life Support (ACLS)  
· Service on longitudinal committees or workgroups

· Participation in teaching certification program including development of a teaching portfolio

· Completion of a PGY1 Pharmacy Residency or 3-5 years experience is required
