ABOUT THE PROGRAM 
The PGY2 Psychiatric Pharmacy Residency at the Lex-
ington VA Medical Center is a one-year specialty resi-

dency designed to develop a clinical specialist with ex-
pertise in psychiatry. The residency program includes 

training in a variety of psychiatric, neurologic, and mul-
tidisciplinary settings at both the Lexington VA Medical 

Center and the University of  
Kentucky Medical Center. The resident will also par-

ticipate in administrative and clinical development pro-
jects, as well as conduct a research project. Teaching 

opportunities include lecturing and facilitating teaching 
labs at the UK College of Pharmacy, as well as precept-
ing pharmacy students. By completing this comprehen-

sive training program, the resident will be equipped 
with excellent leadership and clinical skills and pre-

pared to practice as a proficient, well-rounded clinical 
pharmacy specialist in an psychiatric setting.

The residency is a full-time obligation with a minimum 
of 2,000 hours extended over 52 weeks.

MAJOR PROJECT  

The resident is required to complete a major re-
search project and submit a manuscript for publica-

tion in a peer reviewed journal. A research advisory 
committee will assist the resident in the project se-

lection, research design, and completion.  

 
QUALIFICATONS  

Resident must:  
- Be a United States citizen  

- Have completed a PGY1 pharmacy residency  
- Hold an active pharmacy license  

- Be eligible for licensure in the state of Kentucky  
 

STIPEND - BENEFITS  
The VA Health Administration sets annual residency 

stipends and benefits for all VA residency programs. 
The stipend for PGY2 residents is currently $44,522. 

Benefits include 13 days each of vacation and sick 
leave/family care and 10 paid federal holidays. Unused 

vacation and sick time are transferable to future fed-
eral positions. Health and life insurance are also avail-

able.  
 
EDUCATIONAL LEAVE  

The resident is given educational leave with pay to 
attend and present at the ASHP Midyear Clinical 

Meeting, the Great Lakes Pharmacy Resident Confer-
ence, and/or the College of Psychiatric and Neu-

rologic Pharmacists Annual Meeting.
