About the Battle Creek VA
The Battle Creek VA provides a variety of services to Veterans.  Annually, more than 200,000 visits are made to ambulatory clinics that include primary care, mental health, infectious disease, endocrinology, urology, and neurology.  Additionally, the facility has 300+ inpatient beds, providing care for internal medicine, mental health, and long term care patients.  In total, more than 35,000 Veterans are serviced by the facility.

The resident will participate in many of the pharmacy services at the facility, including primary care services (i.e. management of disease states such as diabetes, hypertension and hyperlipidemia), anticoagulation management, home-based primary care, formulary management, pharmacy management and drug information. Applicants must be US citizens and graduates of a college of pharmacy accredited by the American Council on Pharmaceutical Education or be otherwise eligible for pharmacy licensure.  There is no requirement in regards to the type of degree held by the applicant, and the residency program director will assess baseline knowledge, skills and abilities to ascertain qualification for admission.

Applicants will be notified of their selection for interview by February 1.  Interviews are generally held in February by appointment.  Candidates will be ranked according to the National Match Program.
