The PGY1 Pharmacy Residency Program is a newly created residency program which started in 2010.  The purpose of the program is to develop well-rounded, independent, competent clinical pharmacists prepared to practice in a pharmacist managed ambulatory care clinic or function as a clinical pharmacist on a multidisciplinary acute care medicine team.  The resident will be prepared to precept students and, in the future, function as a residency preceptor.  The resident will also be prepared to pursue a PGY2 residency. 

This program consists of experiences in a broad variety of practice settings. Several elective months are available to ensure flexibility in the program to enable the resident to achieve individual personal and professional goals. Residents will participate in a variety of activities, including interdisciplinary rounds, therapeutic consultation for medication regimens, drug therapy monitoring, drug interaction and adverse event evaluations, and medication counseling for patients. Residents will have the opportunity to co-precept PharmD students and provide inservices to providers and colleagues.
