The purpose of the program is to equip our residents with the knowledge and skill necessary to initiate and establish a successful psychiatric pharmacy practice in diverse healthcare settings providing exemplary patient-centered medication therapy. Qualifications
Applicants must be US Citizens; have a Doctor of Pharmacy degree from an ACPE accredited school or college of pharmacy; have completed a PGY1 residency; be licensed or eligible for licensure in NY State.  The resident will be required to acquire and maintain a valid pharmacy license in NY State.  A successful applicant will possess exceptional knowledge, communication skills, and leadership qualities.
Program Goals
· To guide the resident in developing accountability, practice patterns, habits, expert knowledge, skills, attitudes and abilities in Psychiatric Pharmacy
· To guide the resident to achieving the ability to provide care in the most complex of cases or in the support of care through practice leadership

· To guide the resident in attaining the ability to function independently as a practitioner by conceptualizing and integrating accumulated experience and knowledge and transforming both into improved medication therapy for patients

· To guide the resident in acquiring competencies that enable attainment of Board Certification if Psychiatric Pharmacy
Training Site
The VA Western New York Healthcare System is part of the VA Healthcare Network Upstate New York and provides medical, surgical, mental health and long-term care services through a full range of inpatient and outpatient programs.  The VAWNY is academically affiliated with the State University of New York (SUNY) at Buffalo School of Pharmacy.  Residents are provided the opportunity to participate in a Research Training Course, and a Teaching Course resulting in a Teaching Certificate from the SUNY at Buffalo School of Pharmacy.
Core Learning Experiences

Mental Health Clinic - This is a longitudinal rotation that provides a variety of experiences including patient evaluation, medication therapy management and monitoring, and patient medication counseling.  Clinics include PTSD Medication Management Clinic, Metabolic Management Clinic and Walk-in Clinic.

Inpatient Psychiatry - The resident will round on the acute inpatient psychiatry unit with the inpatient psychiatrist, psychiatry residents and students. The resident will make recommendations on medication therapy and medication monitoring as indicated. 
PGY2 Research - Under the preceptor’s guidance, the resident will select an appropriate topic, prepare a research protocol, secure necessary IRB/R&D/MUC approvals, implement the project, collect and analyze data, and prepare a manuscript for publication in an appropriate pharmacy journal.
Other learning experiences include substance abuse, telepsychiatry, liaison psychiatry, and neurology. The learning process will include observing the preceptor evaluating patients and developing medication management plans, performing patient evaluations and development of a medication management plans under preceptor’s guidance, and independent evaluation of patients and development of medication management plans for a caseload of patients. External elective rotations are available.
Resident Responsibilities
The program is tailored to meet the interests and career goals of the resident.  Responsibilities include:

· Patient care (70%): The resident will work directly with the psychiatric teams providing patient care under supervision of the preceptor and will transition from observing the preceptor evaluating patients and managing medications, to evaluating patients and managing medications under supervision, to evaluating patients and managing medications independently.

· Teaching (15%): The resident will precept PharmD students during experiential training as well as PGY1 residents using the preceptor roles of instructing, modeling, coaching, and facilitating.
· Research (10%): Under the preceptor’s guidance, the resident will be responsible for designing and implementing a research project related to psychiatric pharmacy practice.

· Practice Management (5%): The resident will participate in the continuing development and improvement of psychiatric pharmacy services and will acquire the skills needed to develop an independent psychiatric pharmacy practice.
