VA H1N1 Vaccination of Targeted Federal Workers
This year, VA will vaccinate millions of Veterans and VA staff. In addition, to support the Federal H1N1 vaccination effort this fall, VA has agreed to vaccinate targeted non-VA, Federal workers who are at risk of 2009 novel H1N1 influenza because of their Federal occupations and whose agencies request vaccination at VHA medical facilities.  
Targeted populations at occupational risk of 2009 novel H1N1 influenza are currently limited to health care and emergency medical services personnel who have direct contact with patients or infectious material. This definition comes from the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) and has been endorsed by the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS). 

Federal agencies who believe they have workers who fall under this category and who are unable to provide vaccination to their targeted staff directly, should contact the VHA H1N1 Coordination Center at VHAH1N1CC@va.gov or VHAOCAction@va.gov to arrange vaccination through VA.
